Harmeny’s Day Service supports children who have found it difficult
to sustain mainstream or Additional Support for Learning (ASL)
placements, including those who have experienced placement
breakdowns.

Day Placements at Harmeny School

Our multi-disciplinary team works flexibly, 52 weeks a year, offering
education during core school hours and support to families during
holiday periods. By building positive relationships we work in
partnership with parents, carers and professionals to create a
positive path forward for each child.

We create the best environment to support and encourage children
to re-engage within Curriculum for Excellence through a range of
varied learning experiences.



As a parent you have the right to make a placement request, which
is a formal, recordable request to your local authority for your child
to be placed in a school which is neither in their catchment area,
nor the school recommended by the local authority.

Parental placement request

As a Grant-Aided Special School, Harmeny day placements are
funded by the child’s local authority. Referrals are made by a key
professional—such as an Educational Psychologist or Social Worker—
after an assessment that identifies Harmeny as the most
appropriate setting for the child’s needs.

If you would like to make a placement request for
Harmeny, you first need an offer of a place from us.
